Underwriters Laboratories Lightning Protection
Certificate Services program provides installing
companies the peace of mind that the system has
been correctly installed by issuance of the
Master Label Certificate. Occasionally, systems
may not fully comply with the inspection
standard and are issued a letter indicating the find-
ings. In the past, UL has allowed installing
companies to provide before and after photos to
‘prove the corrections have been implemented to
clear documented findings.

In review of many systems that did not fully com-
ply during the inspection, we have found that a
majority of photographs submitted to clear findings
were not submitted following the guidelines
permitting the deviations to be cleared by photo-
graphs. To ensure that UL is providing the best
services possible to all installing companies, we
will be eliminating the option to submit
photographs to clear findings.

Effective August 15, 2008, UL will no longer be
accepting photographs to clear findings
documented during the inspection process. If the
installing company wishes to make the

necessary corrections to clear the findings, UL will
require a full site visit to ensure that the

entire system is in compliance with the inspection
standard.
